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WAZAKI Haru is from Akita City and is the first female member of the Diet in Akita Prefecture.
While working as a beautician, she participated in a movement aimed at improving the status

of women and achieving gender equality. She won the top in Akita in the 1946 House of
Representatives general election, when women were first given the right to vote. This certificate
is the "Winning certification of a Member of the House of Representatives" at that time.
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During the campaign trail, she taught the letters of " /\ (ha) "and" U (ru) "by using her arms
to the people who couldn't write letters; "The form of both arms when we bow becomes " /\ ", and
when we turn up the right elbow, it becomes " JU ". Therefore, there is an anecdote that the voting
paper with only " /\)l " was accepted.
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
