ISHIKAWA Rikinosuke is from Akita City, Akita Prefecture, and was an agricultural leader who
greatly contributed to the modernization of agriculture during the Meiji era. He began a
comprehensive survey of rural life and economy in 1896 with the aim of supporting and
developing rural areas. He conducted the survey of 49 towns and villages in 8 counties of 2
prefectures, and recorded the number of households, major industries, topography, history
and so on in those areas in "Tekisanshirabe" for 7 years.This book is a record of "Shimoshinjo
Village Otomo Hamlet" (current Shimoshinjo Otomo, Akita City) .
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The meaning of "Tekisanshirabe" is to have a comprehensive understanding of the village.
He appealed to each village to take action in response to this survey and involved talented
people who will change the village. It shows that he was making a survey with an eye toward
the future.
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
